1.10  This standard tender document for procurement of works has been 
prepared for use by procuring entities in Kenya  in the procurement of 

works (e.g. Buildings, Roads, Bridges, Repairs and Maintenance) 
which the procuring entity considers to be small and where it is not 
required to be open tendering.  

 
1.20  The following guidelines should be observed when using the 

docu ment: -  

(a) Specific details should be furnished in the tender notice and in the 
special conditions of contract (where applicable).  The tender 

document issued to tenderers should not have blank spaces or 
options.  

 

(b) The instructions to tenderers and the  General Conditions of Contract 
should remain unchanged.  Any necessary amendments to these parts 
should be made through Appendix to instructions to tenderers and 

special conditions of contract respectively.  
 

1.3 (a)  Information contained in the invitation  to tender shall conform to the 
data and information in the tender documents to enable prospective 
tenderers to decide whether or not to participate in the tender and 

shall indicate any important tender requirements  
 

I.  The invitation to tender shall be as an  advertisement in accordance with 
the regulations or a letter of invitation addressed to tenderers who have 
been prequalified following a request for prequalification.

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INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS.  
 

1.   General  
 

1.1  The Employer as defined in the Appendix to Conditions of Contract 
invites tenders for Works Contract as described in the tender 
documents.  The successful Tenderer will be expected to complete the 

Works by the I ntended Completion Date specified in the said 
Appendix.  

 

1.2  Tenderers shall include the following information and documents with 
their tenders, unless otherwise stated:  

 
(a) copies of certificates of registration, and principal place of 

business;  

(b) total monetary v alue of construction work performed for each of 
the last five years;  

(c) experience in works of a similar nature and size for each of the 
last five years, and clients who may be contacted for further 
information on these contracts;  

(d) major items of construction equipment owned;  
(e) qualifications and experience of key site management and 

technical personnel proposed for the Contract;  

(f) reports on the financial standing of the Tenderer, such as profit 
and loss statements and auditorõs reports for the last five years; 

(g) authority to seek references from the Tendererõs bankers. 
 

1.3  The Tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and 

submission of his tender, and the Employer will in no case be 
responsible or liable for those costs.  

 

1.4  The Tenderer, at the Tendererõs own responsibility and risk, is 
encouraged to visit and examine the Site of the Works and its 

surroundings, and obtain all information that may be necessary for 
preparing the tender and entering into a contract for construction of 
the Works.  Th e costs of visiting the Site shall be at the Tendererõs own 

expense.  
 

1.5  The procurement entityõs employees, committee members, board 
members and their relative (spouse and children) are not eligible to 
participate in the tender.  

 
1.6  The price to be charged for the tender document shall not exceed 

Kshs.5,000/=  

 
1.7  The procuring entity shall allow the tenderer to review the tender

2.1  The complete  set of tender documents comprises the documents

accordance with these Instructions and Conditions  
 

2.2  The Tenderer shall examine all instructions, forms and specifications 
in the tender documents.  Failure to furnish all infor mation required 
by the tender documents may result in rejection of his tender.  

 
2.3  A prospective Tenderer making inquiry of the tendering documents 

may notify the Employer in writing or by cable, telex or facsimile at 

the address indicated in the letter of in vitation to tender.  The 
Employer will respond to any request for clarification received earlier 

than seven [7] days prior to the deadline for submission of tenders.  
Copies of the Employerõs response will be forwarded to all persons 
issued with tendering documents, including a description of the 

inquiry, but without identifying its source.  
 

2.4  Before the deadline for submission of tenders, the Employer may 

modify the tendering documents by issuing addenda.  Any addendum 
thus issued shall be part of the tender ing documents and shall be 

communicated in writing or by cable, telex or facsimile to all 
Tenderers.  Prospective Tenderers shall acknowledge receipt of each 
addendum in writing to the Employer.  

 
2.5  To give prospective Tenderers reasonable time in which to ta ke an 

addendum into account in preparing their tenders, the Employer shall 
extend, as necessary, the deadline for submission of tenders in 
accordance with clause 4.2 herebelow.  

 
Preparation of Tenders  

 

2.6  All documents relating to the tender and any correspon dence shall be 
in English Language.  

 
2.7  The tender submitted by the Tenderer shall comprise the following: - 

(a) The Tender;  

 
(b) Tender Security;  

 
(c) Priced Bill of Quantities/Schedule of Rates for lump -sum 

Contracts  



 
(d) Any other materials required to be completed and submitted by 

Tenderers.  
 

2.8  The Tenderer shall fill in rates and prices for all items of the Works 
described in the Bill of Quantities/Schedule of Rates.  Items for which 
no rate or price is entered by the Tenderer will not be paid for when 

executed and shall  be deemed covered by the other rates and prices 
in the Bill of Quantities/Schedule of Rates.  All duties, taxes and other 
levies payable by the Contractor under the Contract,  as of 30 days 

prior to the deadline for submission of tenders, shall be include d in 
the tender price submitted by the Tenderer.  

 
2.9  The rates and prices quoted by the Tenderer shall not be subject to 

any adjustment during the performance of the Contract.  

 
2.10  The unit rates and prices shall be in Kenya Shillings.  

 
2.11  Tenders shall remain valid  for a period of sixty (60) days from the date 

of submission.  However in exceptional circumstances, the Employer 

may request that the Tenderers extend the period of validity for a  
specified additional period.  The request and the Tenderersõ responses 
sha ll be made in writing.  

 
2.12  The Tenderer shall prepare one original of the documents comprising 

the tender documents as described in these Instructions to Tenderers.  
 

2.13  The original shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be 

signed by a person or pe rsons duly authorised to sign on behalf of the 
Tenderer.  All pages of the tender where alterations or additions have 
been made shall be initialed by the person or persons signing the 

tender.  
 

2.14  Clarification of tenders shall be requested by the tenderer to be 
received by the procuring entity not later than 7 days prior to the 
deadline for submission of tenders.  

 
2.15  The procuring entity shall reply to any clarifications sought by the 

tenderer within 3 days of receiving the request to enable the tenderer 
to make timely submission of its tender.  

 

Submission of Tenders  
 

2.16  The tender duly filled and sealed in an envelope shall; - 

 
(a) be addressed to the Employer at the address provided in the invitation 

to tender;  
 
[b]     bear the name and identification number of the Contract as defined      

 in the invitation to tender; and  
 

[c]     provide a warning not to open before the specified time and date for                               
  tender opening.  
 



4.2  Tenders shall b e delivered to the Employer at the address specified 
above not later than the time and date specified in the invitation to 

tender.  
 

4.3  The tenderer shall not submit any alternative offers unless they are 
specifically required in the tender documents.  

 

Only on e tender may be submitted by each tenderer.  Any tenderer 
who fails to comply with this requirement will be disqualified.  

 

4.4  Any tender received after the deadline for opening tenders will be 
returned to the tenderer un -opened.  

 
4.5  The Employer may extend the d eadline for submission of tenders by 

issuing an amendment in accordance with sub -clause 2.5 in which 

case all rights and obligations of the Employer and the Tenderers 
previously subject to the original deadline will then be subject to the 

new deadline.  
 
 

Tender Opening and Evaluation  
 

2.17  The tenders will be opened in the presence of the Tenderersõ 

representatives who choose to attend at the time and in the place 
specified in the invitation to tender.  

 
2.18  The Tenderersõ names, the total amount of each tender and such other 

details as may be considered appropriate, will be announced at the 

opening by the Employer .  Minutes of the tender opening, including 
the information disclosed to those present will also be prepared by the 
Employer.  

 
2.19  Information relating to the  examination, clarification, evaluation and 

comparison of tenders and recommendations for the award of the 
Contract shall not be disclosed to Tenderers or any other persons not 
officially concerned with such process until the award to the 

successful Tender er has been announced.  Any effort by a Tenderer to 
influence the Employerõs officials, processing of tenders or award 

decisions may result in the rejection of his tender.  
 

2.20  Tenders determined to be substantially responsive will be checked for 

any arithmeti c errors.  Errors will be corrected as follows:  
 

(a) where there is a discrepancy between the amount in figures and 

the amount in words, the amount in words will prevail; and  
 

(b) where there is a discrepancy between the unit rate and the line 
item total resulting  from multiplying the unit rate by the 
quantity, the unit rate as quoted will prevail, unless in the  

opinion of the Employerõs representative, there is an obvious 
typographical error, in which case the adjustment will be made 

to the entry containing that error.  
 



(c) In the event of a discrepancy between the tender amount as 
stated in the Form of Tender and the corrected tender figure in 

the main summary of the Bill of Quantities/Quotation, the 
amount as stated in the Form of Tender shall prevail.  

 
(d) The Error Co rrection Factor shall be computed by expressing 

the difference between the tender amount and the corrected 

tender sum as a percentage of the Corrected Builderõs Work (i.e. 
corrected tender sum less P.C. and Provisional Sums).  

 

(e) The Error Correction Factor s hall be applied to all Builderõs 
Work (as a rebate or addition as the case may be) for the 

purposes of valuations for Interim Certificates and valuation of 
variations.  

 

(f) The amount stated in the tender will be adjusted in accordance 
with the above procedure  for the correction of errors and with 

concurrence of the Tenderer, shall be considered as binding 
upon the Tenderer.  If the Tenderer does not accept the 
corrected amount, the tender may be rejected and the Tender 

Security forfeited.  
 

2.21  The tender evaluatio n committee shall evaluate the tender within 30 

days of the validity period from the date of opening the tender.  
 

2.22  Contract price variations shall not be allowed for contracts not 
exceeding one year (12 months)  

 

2.23  Where contract price variation is allowed, the valuation shall not 
exceed 15% of the original contract price.  

 

2.24  Price variation requests shall be processed by the procuring entity 
within 30 days of receiving the request.  

 
2.25  Preference where allowed in the evaluation of tenders shall not exceed 

15%  

 
2.26  To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of tenders, 

the Employer at his discretion, may request [in writing] any Tenderer 
for clarification of the tender, including breakdowns of unit rates.  The 
request for clarification and the response s hall be in writing or by 

cable, telex or facsimile but no change in the tender price or substance 
of the tender shall be sought, offered or permitted.  

 

2.27  The Tenderer shall not influence the Employer on any matter relating 
to his tender from the time of the tender opening to the time the 

Contract is awarded.  Any effort by the Tenderer to influence the 
Employer or his employees in his decision on tender evaluation, tender 
comparison or Contract award may result in the rejection of the 

tender.  
 

 
 
 



Award of Con tract  
 

2.28  The award of the Contract will be made to the Tenderer who has 
offered the lowest evaluated tender price.  

 
2.29  Notwithstanding the provisions of clause 6.1 above, the Employer 

reserves the right to accept or reject any tender and to cancel the 

tendering  process and reject all tenders at any time prior to the award  
of Contract without thereby incurring any liability to the affected 
Tenderer or Tenderers or any obligation to inform the affected 

Tenderer or Tenderers of the grounds for the action.  
 

2.30  The Tenderer whose tender has been accepted will be notified of the 
award prior to expiration of the tender validity period in writing or by 
cable, telex or facsimile.  This notification (hereinafter and in all 

Contract documents called the òLetter of Acceptanceó) will state the 
sum [hereinafter and in all Contract documents called the òContract 

Priceó which the Employer will pay the Contractor in consideration of 
the execution, completion, and maintenance of the Works by the 
Contractor as prescribed by the Con tract.  The contract shall be 

formed on the parties signing the contract. At the same time the other 
tenderers shall be informed that their tenders have not been 
successful.  

 
2.31  The Contract Agreement will incorporate all agreements between the 

Employer and t he successful Tenderer.  It will be signed by the 
Employer and sent to the successful Tenderer, within 30 days 
following the notification of award.  Within 21 days of receipt ,the 

successful Tenderer will sign the Agreement and return it to the 
Employer.  

 

 
2.32  Within 21 days after receipt of the Letter of Acceptance, the successful 

Tenderer shall deliver to the Employer a Performance Security amount 
stipulated in the Appendix to Conditions of Contract.  

 

 
2.33  The parties to the contract shall have it signed within 3 0 days from 

the date of notification of contract award unless there is an 
administrative review request.  

 

 
2.34  The procuring entity may at any time terminate procurement 

proceedings before contract award and shall not be liable to any 

person for the terminatio n.  
 

 
2.35  The procuring entity shall give prompt notice of the termination to the 

tenderers and on request give its reasons for termination within 14 

das of receiving the request from any tenderer.  
  



 

 
Corrupt and fraudulent practices  

 
2.36  The procuring entity requ ires that the tenderer observes the highest 

standard of ethics during the procurement process and execution of 

the contract. A tenderer shall sign a declaration that he has not and 
will not be involved in corrupt and fraudulent practices.  

 
2.37  The procuring entity will reject a tender if it determines that the 

tenderer recommended for award has engaged in corrupt and 

fraudulent practices in competing for the contract in question.  
 

2.38  Further a tenderer who is found to have indulged in corrupt and 

fraudulent prac tices risks being debarred from participating in public 
procurement in Kenya.

SECTION III - CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT  
 

1.  Definitions  
 

1.1  In this Contract, except where context otherwise requires, the 
following terms shall be interpreted as indicated;  

 

òBills of Quantitiesó means the priced and completed Bill of 
Quantities forming part of the tender [where applicable].  

 
òSchedule of Ratesó means the priced Schedule of Rates forming part 
of the tender [where applicable].  

 
òThe Completion Dateó means the date of completion of the Wo rks 
as certified by the Employerõs Representative. 

 
òThe Contractó means the agreement entered into by the Employer 

and the Contractor as recorded in the Agreement Form and signed by 
the parties.  
 

òThe Contractoró refers to the person or corporate body who se tender 
to carry out the Works has been accepted by the Employer.  

 
òThe Contractorõs Tenderó is the completed tendering document 
submitted by the Contractor to the Employer.  

 
òThe Contract Priceó is the price stated in the Letter of Acceptance.  
 

òDaysó are calendar days; òMonthsó are calendar months.  
 

òA Defectó is any part of the Works not completed in accordance with 
the Contract.  
 

òThe Defects Liability Certificateó   is the certificate issued by 
Employerõs Representative upon correction of defects by the 

Contractor.  
 
2 òThe Defects Liability Periodó   is the period named in the 

Appendix to Conditions of Contract and calculated from the 
Completion Date.  

 

òDrawingsó   inc lude calculations and other information provided or 
approved by the Employerõs Representative for the execution of the 

Contract.  
 
òEmployeró  Includes Central or Local Government administration, 

Universities, Public Institutions and Corporations and is the  party 
who employs the Contractor to carry out the Works.  

 
òEquipmentó   is the Contractorõs machinery and vehicles brought 
temporarily to the Site for the execution of the Works.  

 



òSiteó  means the place or places where the permanent Works are to 
be carri ed out including workshops where the same is being prepared.  

 
òMaterialsó  are all supplies, including consumables, used by the 

Contractor for incorporation in the Works.  
 
òEmployerõs Representativeó  is the person appointed by the 

Employer and notified to  the Contractor for the purpose of supervision 
of the Works.  
 

òSpecificationó  means the Specification of the Works included in the 
Contract.  

 
òStart Dateó  is the date when the Contractor shall commence 
execution of the Works.  

 
ò A Subcontractoró  is a pe rson or corporate body who has a Contract 

with the Contractor to carry out a part of the Work in the Contract, 
which includes Work on the Site.  
 

òTemporary worksó  are works designed, constructed, installed, and 
removed by the Contractor which  are needed for construction or 
installation of the Works.  

 
òA Variationó is an instruction given by the Employerõs 

Representative which varies the Works.  
 
òThe Worksó are what the Contract requires the Contractor to 

construct, install, and turnover to the Employer.  
 
2.  Contract Documents  

 
2.1  The following documents shall constitute the Contract documents and 

shall be interpreted in the following order of priority;  
 

(1) Agreement,  

(2) Letter of Acceptance,  
(3) Contractorõs Tender, 

(4) Conditions of Contract,  
(5) Specifications,  
(6) Drawings,  

(7) Bi lls of Quantities or Schedule of Rates [whichever is applicable)  
 
3.  Employerõs Representativeõs Decisions 

 
3.1  Except where otherwise specifically stated, the Employerõs 

Representative will decide contractual matters between the Employer 
and the Contractor in the role representing the Employer.  

 

4.  Works, Language and Law of Contract  
 

4.1  The Contractor shall construct and install the Works in accordance 
with the Contract documents.  The Works may commence on the Start 
Date and shall be carried out in accordance wi th the Program 



submitted by the Contractor, as updated with the approval of the 
Employerõs Representative, and complete them by the Intended 

Completion Date.  
 

4.2  The ruling language of the Contract shall be English language and the 
law governing the Contract shall be the law of the Republic of Kenya.  

 

5.  Safety, Temporary works and Discoveries  
 
5.1  The Contractor shall be responsible for design of temporary works and 

shall obtain approval of third parties to the design of the temporary 
works where required.  

 
5.2  The Contractor shall be responsible for the safety of all activities on 

the Site.  

 
5.3  Any thing of historical or other interest or significant value 

unexpectedly discovered on the Site shall be the property of the 
Employer.  The Contractor shall notify the Employe rõs Representative 
of such discoveries and carry out the Employerõs Representativeõs 

instructions for dealing with them.  
 
6  Work Program and Sub -contracting  

 
6.1  Within seven days after Site possession date, the Contractor shall 

submit to the Employerõs Representative for approval a program 
showing the general methods, arrangements, order and timing for all 
the activities in the Works.  

 
6.2  The Contractor may sub -contract the Works (but only to a maximum 

of 25 percent of the Contract Price) with the approval of the E mployerõs 

Representative.  However, he shall not assign the Contract without the 
approval of the Employer in writing.  Sub -contracting shall not alter 

the Contractorõs obligations. 
 
7  The site  

 
7.1  The Employer shall give possession of all parts of the Site to the 

Contractor.  
 
 

7.2  The Contractor shall allow the Employerõs Representative and any 
other person authorised by the Employerõs Representative ,access to 
the Site and to any place where work in connection with the Contract 

is being carried out or is intended to be carried out.  
 

8  Instructions  
 
8.1  The Contractor shall carry out all instructions of the Employerõs 

Representative which are in accordance with the Contract.  
 

9  Extension of Completion Date  
 



9.1  The Employerõs Representative shall extend the Completion Date if an 
occurrence arises which makes it impossible for completion to be 

achieved by the Intended Completion Date.  The Employerõs 
Representative shall decide whether and by how much to extend the 

Completion Date.  
 
9.2  For the purposes of this clause, the following occurrences shall be 

valid for consideration;  
 

Delay by: - 

(a) force majeure, or  
 

(b) reason of any exceptionally adverse weather conditions, or  
 

(c) reason of civil commotion, strike or lockout affecting any of the 

trades employed upon the Works or any of the trades engaged 
in the preparation, manufacture or transportation of any of the 

goods or materials required for the Works, or  
 

(d) reason of the Employerõs Representativeõs instructions issued 

under these Conditions, or  
 

(e) reason of the contractor not having received in  due time 

necessary instructions, drawings, details or levels from the 
Employerõs Representative for which he specifically applied in 

writing on a date which having regard to the date for Completion 
stated in the appendix to these Conditions or to any exte nsion 
of time then fixed under this clause was neither unreasonably 

distant from nor unreasonably close to the date on which it was 
necessary for him to receive the same, or  

 

(f) delay on the part of artists, tradesmen or others  engaged by the 
Employer in exe cuting work not forming part of this Contract, 

or  
 

(g) reason of delay by statutory or other services providers or 

similar bodies engaged directly by the Employer, or  
 

(h) reason of opening up for inspection of any Work covered up or 
of the testing or any of the W ork, materials or goods in 
accordance with these conditions unless the inspection or test 

showed that the Work, materials or goods were not in 
accordance with this Contract, or  

 

(i) reason of delay in appointing a replacement Employerõs 
Representative, or  

 
(j) reason of delay caused by the late supply of goods or materials 

or in executing Work for which the Employer or his agents are 

contractually obliged to supply or to execute as the case may 
be, or  

 
(k) delay in receiving possession of or access to the Site.  

 



10  Manage ment Meetings  
 

10.1  A Contract management meeting shall be held regularly and attended 
by the Employerõs Representative and the Contractor.  Its business 

shall be to review the plans for the remaining Work.  The Employerõs  
Representative shall record the business of management meetings 
and provide copies of the record to those attending the meeting and 

the Employer.  The responsibility of the parties for actions to be taken 
shall be decided by the Employerõs Representative either at the 
management meeting or after the management meeting and stated in 

writing to all who attend the meeting.  
 

10.2  Communication between parties shall be effective only when in 
writing.  

 

11  Defects  
 

11.1  The Employerõs Representative shall inspect the Contractorõs work 
and notify the Contract or of any defects that are found.  Such 
inspection shall not affect the Contractorõs responsibilities.  The 

Employerõs Representative may instruct the Contractor to search for 
a defect and to uncover and test any Work that the Employerõs 
Representative con siders may have a defect.  Should the defect be 

found, the cost of uncovering and making good shall be borne by the 
Contractor.  However if there is no defect found, the cost of uncovering 

and making good shall be treated as a variation and added to the 
Contract Price.  

 

11.2  The Employerõs Representative shall give notice to the Contractor of 
any defects before the end of the Defects Liability Period, which begins 
at Completion, and is defined in the Appendix to Conditions of 

Contract.  
 

11.3  Every time notice of a de fect is given, the Contractor shall correct the 
notified defect within the length of time specified by the Employerõs 
Representativeõs notice.  If the Contractor has not corrected a defect 

within the time specified in the Employerõs Representativeõs notice, the 
Employerõs Representative will assess the cost of having the defect 

corrected by other parties and such cost shall be treated as a variation 
and be deducted from the Contract Price.  

 

12  Bills of Quantities/Schedule of Rates  
 
12.1  The Bills of Quantities/Sche dule of Rates shall contain items for the 

construction, installation, testing and commissioning of the Work to 
be done by the Contractor.  The Contractor will be paid for the quantity 

of the Work done at the rates in the Bills of Quantities/Schedule of 
Rates for each item. Items against which no rate is entered by the 
Tenderer will not be paid for when executed and shall be deemed 

covered by the rates for other items in the Bills of Quantities/Schedule 
of Rates.  

 
12.2  Where Bills of Quantities do not form part o f the Contract, the 

Contract Price shall be a lump sum (which shall be deemed to have 



been based on the rates in the Schedule of Rates forming part of the 
tender) and shall be subject to re -measurement after each stage.  

 
13  Variations  

 
13.1  The Contractor shall pr ovide the Employerõs Representative with a 

quotation for carrying out the variations when requested to do so.  The 

Employerõs Representative shall assess the quotation and shall obtain 
the necessary authority from the Employer before the variation is 
order ed. 

 
13.2  If the Work in the variation corresponds with an item description in 

the Bill of Quantities/Schedule of Rates, the rate in the Bill of 
Quantities/Schedule of Rates shall be used to calculate the value of 
the variation.  If the nature of the Work in the var iation does not 

correspond with items in the Bill of Quantities/Schedule of Rates, the 
quotation by the Contractor shall be in the form of new rates for the 

relevant items of Work.  
 
13.3  If the Contractorõs quotation is unreasonable, the Employerõs 

Representat ive may order the variation and make a change to the 
Contract Price, which shall be based on the Employerõs 
Representativeõs own forecast of the effects of the variation on the 

Contractorõs costs. 
 

14  Payment Certificates and Final Account  
 
14.1  The Contractor sha ll be paid after each of the following stages of Work 

listed herebelow (subject to re -measurement by the Employerõs  
Representative of the Work done in each stage before payment is 
made).  In case of lump -sum Contracts, the valuation for each stage 

shall b e based on the quantities so obtained in the re -measurement 
and the rates in the Schedule of Rates.  

 
(i) Advance payment________________(percent of   Contract Price,  
 [after Contract execution]           to be inserted by the Employer).  
 
(ii)  First stage ( defin e stage) ______________________ 

 
(iii)  Second stage (define stage )____________________ 

 
(iv) Third stage ( define stage) ______________________ 

 
(v) After defects liability period.  

 

14.2  Upon deciding that Works included in a particular stage are complete, 
the Contractor shall  submit to the Employerõs Representative his 
application for payment. The Employerõs Representative shall check, 

adjust if necessary and certify the amount to be paid to the Contractor 
within 21 days of receipt of the Contractorõs application .The Employer 

shall pay the Contractor the amounts so certified within 30 days of 
the date of issue of each Interim Certificate.  

 



14.3  The Contractor shall supply the Employerõs Representative with a 
detailed final account of the total amount that the Contractor 

considers payable under the Contract before the end of the Defects 
Liability Period.  The Employerõs Representative shall issue a Defect 

Liability Certificate and certify any final payment that is due to the 
Contractor within 30 days of receiving the Contractorõs account if it is 
correct and complete.  If it is not, the Employerõs Representative shall 

issue within 21 days a schedule that states the scope of the 
corrections or additions that are necessary.  If the final account is still 
unsatisfactory after it has bee n resubmitted, the Employerõs 

Representative shall decide on the amount payable to the Contractor 
and issue a Final Payment Certificate.  The Employer shall pay the 

Contractor the amount so certified within 60 days of the issue of the 
Final Payment Certifi cate.  

 

14.4  If the period laid down for payment to the Contractor upon each of the 
Employerõs Representativeõs Certificate by the Employer has been 

exceeded, the Contractor shall be entitled to claim simple interest 
calculated pro -rata on the basis of the numbe r of days delayed at the  

 

Central Bank of Kenyaõs average base lending rate prevailing on the 
first day the payment becomes overdue.  The Contractor will be 
required to notify the Employer within 15 days of receipt of delayed 

payments of his intentions to  claim interest.  
 

15.  Insurance  
 
15.1  The Contractor shall be responsible for and shall take out appropriate 

cover against, among other risks, personal injury; loss of or damage 
to  
the Works, materials and plant; and loss of or damage to property.  

 
 

 
 
 

 
 

16.  Liquidate d Damages  
 
16.1  The Contractor shall pay liquidated damages to the Employer at the 

rate 0.001 per cent of the Contract price per day for each day that the 
actual Completion Date is later than the Intended Completion Date 
except in the case of any of the occurre nces listed under clause 9.2.  

The Employer may deduct liquidated damages from payments due to 
the Contractor.  Payment of liquidated damages shall not affect the 

Contractorõs liabilities. 
 
17.  Completion and Taking Over  

 
17.1  Upon deciding that the Work is complete the Contractor shall request 

the Employerõs Representative to issue a Certificate of Completion of 
the Works, upon deciding that the Work is completed.  

 



The Employer shall take over the Site and the Works within seven days 
of the Employerõs Representative issuing a Certificate of Completion.  

 
18.  Termination  

 
18.1  The Employer or the Contractor may terminate the Contract if the 

other party causes a fundamental breach of the Contract.  These 

fundamental breaches of Contract shall include, but shall not be 
li mited to, the following;  

 

(a) the Contractor stops Work for 30 days continuously without 
reasonable cause or authority from the Employerõs 

Representative;  
 

(b) the Contractor is declared bankrupt or goes into liquidation 

other than for a reconstruction or amalgam ation;  
 

(c) a payment certified by the Employerõs Representative is not paid 
by the Employer to the Contractor within 30 days after the 
expiry of the payment periods stated in sub clauses 14.2 and 

14.3 hereinabove.  
 

(d) the Employerõs Representative gives notice that failure to correct 

a particular defect is a fundamental breach of Contract and the 
Contractor fails to correct it within a reasonable period of time.  

 
18.2  If the Contract is terminated, the Contractor shall stop Work 

immediately, and leave the Site as soo n as reasonably possible.  The 

Employerõs Representative shall immediately thereafter arrange for a 
meeting for the purpose of taking record of the Works executed and 
materials, goods, equipment and temporary buildings on Site.  

 
 

 
19.  Payment Upon Termination  

 

19.1  The Employer may employ and pay other persons to carry out and 
complete the Works and to rectify any defects and may enter upon the 

Works and use all materials on Site, plant, equipment and temporary 
works.  

 

19.2  The Contractor shall, during the execution or a fter the completion of 
the Works under this clause, remove from the Site as and when 
required within such reasonable time as the Employerõs 

Representative may in writing specify, any  temporary buildings, plant,  
machinery, appliances, goods or materials be longing to him, and in 

default thereof , the Employer may (without being responsible for any 
loss or damage) remove and sell any such property of the Contractor, 
holding the proceeds less all costs incurred to the credit of the 

Contractor.  
 

19.3  Until afte r completion of the Works under this clause, the Employer shall 
not be bound by any other provision of this Contract to make any payment 
to the Contractor, but upon such completion as aforesaid and the 



verification within a reasonable time of the accounts therefor the Employerõs 
Representative shall certify the amount of expenses properly incurred by the 

Employer and, if such amount added to the money paid to the Contractor 
before such determination exceeds the total amount which would have been 

payable on due completion in accordance with this Contract, the difference 
shall be a debt payable to the Employer by the Contractor; and if the said 
amount added to the said money be less than the said total amount, the 

difference shall be a debt payable by the Empl oyer to the Contractor.  
 
20.    Corrupt Gifts and Payments of Commission  

 
20.1  The Contractor shall not;  

 
(a) Offer or give or agree to give to any person in the service of the 

Employer any gifts or consideration of any kind as an 

inducement or reward for doin g or forbearing to do or for having 
done or forborne to do any act in relation to the obtaining or 

execution of this or any other contract with the Employer or for 
showing or forbearing to show favour or disfavor  to any person 
in relation to this or any ot her contract with the Employer.  

 
(b) Any breach of this Condition by the Contractor or by anyone 

employed by him or acting on his behalf (whether with or  

without the knowledge of the Contractor) shall be an offence 
under the Laws of Kenya.  

 
 
 

 
 

 

21.     Settlement of Disputes  
 

21.1  Any dispute arising out of the Contract which cannot be 
amicably settled between the parties shall be referred by either 
party to the arbitration and final decision of a person to be 

agreed between the parties.  Failing agreeme nt to concur in the 
appointment of an Arbitrator, the Arbitrator shall be appointed 

by the chairman of the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators, Kenya 
branch, on the request of the applying party.

content of Schedule of Rates should be as simple and brief as possible.

the quantities so obtained used alongside the rates in the schedule to arrive 
at interim  valuation [for each stage]and the final valuation.

The development of Guidelines on Safe Management and Disposal of Asbestos has been necessitated 

by the need to safeguard human health and environment from adverse impacts related to asbestos 

materials.  According  to  the  Legal  Notice  No.  121  of  the  Environmental  Management  and 

Coordination (Waste Management) Regulations, 2006, wastes containing asbestos in the form of dust 

or fibres are classified as hazardous wastes.   In addition, the Legal Notice requires that hazardous 

waste be disposed off in a specific manner as approved by the National Environment Management 

Authority (NEMA). Due to the risks associated with Asbestos fibre or dust, there the need to give 

clear guidelines on the safe handling management and disposal of Asbestos material. 
 

In the 1960s and 1970s, Asbestos was a material of choice in the construction industry. A number of 

facilities including food manufacturing industries as well as residential homes used asbestos roofing 

material due to its durability and fire resistance characteristics. These roofing materials have deteriorated 

over time requiring their replacement with more environmentally safe materials necessitating their 

removal and disposal. Due to the lack of appropriate and licensed disposal facilities and the increased 

demand for the safe disposal, NEMA as the principal environmental regulator found it prudent to inform 

the public and manage Asbestos material by formulating operational guidelines. This process has been 

through a multi -sectoral as well as interdisciplinary approach. 
 

I recognize the effort that NEMA has put in formulating necessary regulations and guidelines to serve 
the interest of the citizens of Kenya to ensure better management of the environment.

INTRODUCTION 

 

1.1 Background Information on Asbestos 
 
Asbestos is a group of six fibrous minerals that occur naturally in metamorphic deposits located 

around the world. Of the hydrous magnesium silicate variety, the six types include tremolite, 

actinolite, anthophyllite, chrysotile, amosite and crocidolite. The major producers of  asbestos  

include  Canada,  Kazharkstan,  Ukraine,  Russia,  India,  South  Africa  and Zimbabwe. 

Asbestos used to be mined in Kenya in the past but was stopped. 

 
Asbestos is a chemically inert mineral that is fire resistant and does not conduct heat or 

electricity thus making it a commonly used insulator. It has high tensile strength, insoluble 

and odourless. Due to these properties, asbestos has been used in a wide range of manufactured 

goods, including roofing materials, ceiling and floor tiles, paper and cement products, textiles, 

coatings and friction products such as automobile clutch, brake, transmission parts and sewer 

pipes. When used due to its resistance to fire or heat, it is woven into fabrics or mats while 

when used for building material such as roofing sheets, it is often mixed with cement. 

 
Asbestos is a hazardous material with extremely fine fibres and can remain suspended in air 

for hours. If handled without caution,it may cause serious chronic health problems such as 

asbestosis, lung cancer and mesothelioma. The diseases cause long term serious social, 

economic and emotional problems. 

 
When left intact and undisturbed, asbestos materials do not pose a health risk. It becomes a 

problem when, due to damage, disturbance, or deterioration over time, the material releases 

fibres into the air. Exposure to air containing the fibres increases the risk of inhaling the 

fibres and developing the associated diseases. 
 

There is increased removal and disposal of asbestos roofing materials due to globalawareness 

of its negative health effects, deterioration of asbestos sheets over time and increased drive 
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towards roof water harvesting. The removal and disposal of asbestos has not been done in 

accordance   with   any   guideline.   In   order   to   increase   awareness   and   toreduce   or 

eliminatetherisk  of  exposure  to  asbestos  fibresandthustherisk  of  disease,  a  consistent 

approach  to  management  of  asbestos  especially  handling,  demolitions,  renovations  and 

repairs is therefore required. 

 
The Authority in consultation with relevant lead agencies namely the Ministry of Public Health 

and Sanitation (MoPHS), Directorate of Occupational Safety and Health Services (DOSHS) 

and City Council  of Nairobi (CCN) developed these guidelines. 

 
1.2 Objectives 

 
The main objective of these guidelines is to protect the environment and minimise risk to 

workers and public from asbestos fibers. 

 
Specific objectives of the guidelines are; 

 
1.   To ensure environmentall y sound disposal of asbestos 

2.   To provide assistance compliance with Environmental Management and Coordination 

(EMC) Waste Management Regulations, 2006 

3.   To ensure safe removal, handling, packaging and transportation of asbestos. 

4.   To create and raise awareness on hazards of asbestos. 

 
1.3 Scope 

 
These guidelines will  apply to all  persons or fi rms operating in facilities and premises in 

which asbestos materials may be handled during installation, demolition, renovation, repair 

or removal for disposal. 

 
1.4 Regulatory and Institutional Framework 

 

1.4.1 Regulatory  Framework  
 

Environmental Management and Coordination Act, 1999 section 91 (1-7) 
 

The EMCA, 1999 requires the Authority to categorize hazardous wastes on the 

recommendation of Standards Enforcement and Review Committee (SERC) and to issue 

guidelines and regulations for the management of each category of hazardous wastes. The 

categorization has been done under the EMC (Waste Management) Regulations, 2006, while 

these guidelines provide for safe management of asbestos and its wastes. 
 

Environmental Management and Coordination (Waste Management) Regulations, 2006. 
 

Asbestos has been classified as hazardous waste under the Waste Management Regulations, 

2006 
 

1)  Every person who generates toxic or hazardous waste shall treat or cause to be 

treated such hazardous waste using the classes of incinerators prescribed in the 

Third Schedule to these Regulations or any other appropriate technology 

approved by the Authority. 

2)  Any leachate or other by-products of such treated waste shall  be disposed of or 

treated  in  accordance  with  the  conditions  laid  down  in  the  license  or  in 
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accordance with guidelines issued by the Authority in consultation with the 

relevant lead agency. 
3)  In issuing a licence for the disposal of waste, the Authority shall  clearly 

indicate the disposal operation permitted and identified for the particular waste 
 
 

 
Public Health Act Cap 242 Sections 11-13 ï 

 

 
An act of parliament to make provision for securing and maintaining health. Section 13 states 

that it shall be the duty of every health authority to take all  lawful, necessary and under its 

circumstances reasonably practicable measures for preventing the occurrence or dealing with 

any outbreak, or prevalence of any infections, communicable or preventable diseases or 

conditions to safeguard and promote the public health and to exercise the powers and perform 

the duties in respect of the public health conferred or imposed on it by this act or by any other 

law. 
 

The Public Health Act Cap 247, Section 3 gives provisions for use of poisonous substances. 

It  refers  to  regulations  for  protection  of  persons  against  risk  of  poisoning,  imposing 

restrictions or conditions on the importation, sale, disposal, storage, transportation or use of 

poisonous substances. This Act also requires persons concerned with importation, sale, disposal 

storage, transportation or use of poisonous substances to be registered and licensed and 

provides measures for detecting and investigating cases in which poisoning has occurred. 
 

The Public Health Act Sec 126 A, empowers municipal councils, urban and area councils to 

make by laws for all  or any of the following matters with regards to buildings for - 
 

   controlling  the  construction  of  buildings  and  the  materials  to  be  used  in  the 
construction of buildings; 

    Preventing the occupation of a new or altered building until a certifi cate of the fitness 
thereof for occupation or habitation has been issued by such local authority. 

     To compel owners to repair order to demolish unsafe, dangerous or dilapidated 
buildings. 

 
The Act further gives the municipal Urban or area councils   power to require removal or 

alteration of work in certain cases the local authority may by notice to the owner either 

require him to pull   down or remove the work, or if  he so elects to comply with any other 

requirements. 
 
 
 

The Occupational Safety and Health Act, No. 15 of 2007 
 

The purpose of the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA) is to provide for the 

safety, health and welfare of workers and all  persons lawfully present at workplaces and to 

provide for the establishment of the National Council  for Occupational Safety and Health and 

for connected purposes. 
 

Though not explicitly provided, the act and the rules made there under have various sections 

on hazardous materials that apply to Asbestos. 
 

The OSHA stipulates that an employer shall  not require or permit his employee to engage in 

the manual handling or transportation of a load which by reason of its nature is likely to cause 

the employee to suffer bodily injury. 
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It also states that any person supplying, distributing, conveying or holding in chemicals or 

other toxic substances shall ensure that they are packaged, conveyed, handled and distributed 

in a safe manner so as not to cause any ill effect to any person or the immediate environment. 
 

The Factories and Other Places of Work (Hazardous Substances) Rules, 2007 
 

Asbestos has been listed as a hazardous substance and its threshold limit values given, therefore 

these rules apply to all workplaces where asbestos is present. 
 

The Factories (Building, Operations and Work of Engineering Construction) Rules, Legal Notice 

No. 40 of 1984 
 

The Factories (Building, Operations and Work of Engineering Construction) Rules, Legal 

Notice No 40 of 1984, rules 20 and 21 prohibit any inhalation of dust and fumes. In any 

building operation or work of engineering construction where dust or fumes likely to be 

injurious to the health of persons employed are given off, all  reasonably practicable measures 

shall be taken to prevent the inhalation of dust or fumes by the person employed by ensuring 

adequate ventilation or providing suitable respirators at the place where the operation or work 

is carried on. 
 

The Local Government Act, Chapter 265 
 

Section  160 (a) of The  Local  GovernmentAct,  Chapter 265  empowers every municipal 

council, town council  and every urban council  to establish and maintain sanitary services for 

the removal and destruction of, or otherwise dealing with, all  kinds of refuse and effluent 

and, where any such service is established, to compel the use of such service by persons to 

whom the service is available. 
 

Section 201(1) ï (4) expands the jurisdiction of local authority to make by-laws in respect of 

all  such matters as are necessary or desirable for the maintenance of the health, safety and well-

being of the inhabitants  of its area or any part  thereof and  for the good  rule and 

government of such area or any part thereof and for the prevention and suppression of 

nuisances. The by-laws so made may control, regulate, prevent, prohibit or compel certain 

activities to be undertaken and prescribe offences in case of contraventions. 
 

1.4.2 Institutional Framework  
 

National Environment Management Authority 
 

The  Authority  is  established  to  exercise  general  supervision  and  co-ordination  over  all 

matters relating to the environment and to be the principal instrument of Government in the 

implementation of all  policies relating to the environment. Its mandate includes implementation 

of Legal Notice no. 121 on Environmental Management and Coordination (Waste 

Management) Regulations, 2006 which stipulates the disposal of Hazardous waste such as 

asbestos. 
 

Local Authorities 
 

The ministry of local government is charged with the responsibility of providing guidance, 

supervisory sand monitoring services of local authorities in matters of infrastructure 

development and service delivery including solid waste. 
 

Directorate of Occupational Safety and Health Services 
 

The  department  is  mandated  to  implement  all  rules  pertaining  to  the  protection  and 

prevention of workers from occupational hazards and ensure safe working environment. The 

Directorate implements the OSHA, 2007 and various rules made there under.

2.1 Types Of Asbestos 

 

Asbestos is a group of six fibrous minerals that occur naturally in metamorphic deposits located 

around the world. Of the hydrous magnesium silicate variety, the six types include tremolite, 

actinolite, anthophyllite, chrysotile,amosite and crocidolite (see Annex 1). 
 
 

 

2.2 Uses of Asbestos 
Asbestos fibres are incredibly strong and have properties that 
make them resistant to heat. Many products are in use today that 

contain asbestos. Most of these materials are used in buildings as 

roofing, sound proofing, ceilings and tiles; as insulation materials 

in boilers, steam pipes, water heaters, brake linings, clutch plate, 

bonnet lining; and in protective gears as fire resistant blankets, 

jackets and gloves. 
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2.3 People at risk 
 

Historically, asbestos exposure has been of greatest concern to those involved in mining and 

milling of the raw material, people in the construction trades, and workers engaged 

manufacturing or using products containing asbestos. 
 

Secondary exposure occurs when people who do not work directly with asbestos are 

inadvertently  exposed  to  fibres  as  a  result  of  sharing  workspaces  where  others  handle 

asbestos. 
 

In addition to people who work with asbestos either directly or indirectly, workers' families 

and other household contacts are also at risk from asbestos workers who go home covered in 

asbestos  dust;  family  and  household  members  are  then 

exposed via inhalation of the dust from workers' skin, hair, 

and clothing, and during laundering of contaminated work 

clothes. 
 

Asbestos is released into the air and soil around facilities 

such as refineries, power plants, factories, shipyards, steel 

mills, vermiculite mines, and building demolitions. People 

living around these sites are also exposed to asbestos 
 

Other  groups  at  risk  of  developing  an  asbestos-related 

disease are the people who are involved in rescue, recovery, 

and cleanup of disaster sites where construction materials 

used contain asbestos. 
 

 
 
 

2.4 Sources of Exposure 
 

Currently, the people most heavily exposed to asbestos are 

those in construction trades, and most occupational exposures 

occur during repair, renovation, removal or maintenance of 

asbestos that was installed years ago. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

2.4.1 Installation and Repair  

 
As brake pads and linings with asbestos material wear down, 

asbestos is exposed and fibres are released into the air. The 

dust can also gather on other brake parts. Mechanics often 

blow dust away with an air hose or by mouth, oblivious of 

the inherent dangers. It is impossible to tell whether or not a 

car has asbestos-containing brake pads merely by looking at 

it, mechanics should always exercise caution when working 

on a car's brake system by wearing a respirator or other 

protective mask. 
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
